	A fun way to get into a piece of literature is to assume different roles from the selection. In order to do this, you must be familiar with the reading. Consequently, we soon will present “Meet the Anglo-Saxons!” You and your team will stage an interview of one of these characters from Beowulf: Beowulf, Grendel, Grendel’s mother, King Hrothgar, and Wiglaf. The purpose of the interview is to explore the history and the personality of the character and to establish details from Beowulf.

					Working Methods
1. Divide into teams; each team will be assigned a character.
2. Choose someone on your team to play that character.
3. Everyone else on the team will be reporters on the panel interviewing that character on  a TV news program, “Meet the Anglo-Saxons!”
4. Create a list of questions/answers that will make up your team’s segment of the   program.
5. Use as many specific facts and details from the epic poem as possible in your interview. Reporters and characters must be well prepared.
6. When it is time for your team to present, play it straight, as if this were a real program. Feel free to be creative, but not silly! (Costumes and props are optional.)
7. When another team is presenting, listen carefully. You will learn a lot about Beowulf.
