	Subject Area: Teaching Social Studies

	Short Description:

	This is a three day lesson in which day one will focus on “Subject Content Strategies: Why we teach”, day two will focus on “Subject Content Strategies: Selling Our Product”, day three will focus on “Subject Content Stategies: The Social Studies Classroom”.  Each day is divided roughly into seven “hours” as listed below:

Day one: Controversial Questions, Moving Beyond Summarizing, Teaching Point of View, Teaching Writing Essays (x2), Reading, and Review

Day two: Habits of the Mind (AP History), Two Faces of the Teacher, Controversy Sells, Videoconferencing and technology, History Alive, Showcasing student works, and Review

Day three: Assessment Basics, Letting Students Speak, Showing Movies, A Word on Discipline, Lesson Plan Review (x2), Review of three days

Lesson Plan Review (x2) …ST should be able to comfortable discuss and display individually designed lesssons.

Review of three days…ST should be able to review and feel comfortable with concepts discussed over the course of three day workshop.


	Enduring Understandings/Essential Knowledge:

	1. There is no black and white in the social studies classroom.
2. Students need to understand levels of every issue, including event, examples and causes.

3. Point of view is the most difficult lesson to teach students because it is assumptive and analytical.

4. There is no such thing as teaching “the essay” in one lesson, it is only possible to teach a trait of the essay.
5. It cannot be assumed that students read, so a plan in getting them to extract information is essential.

6. Teachers must not be disseminators of information, despite their expertise.

7. Technology allows for independent learning, but must be benchmarked for viable assessment.

8. There is too much information out there for the social studies teacher.  Weeding through resources is an essential skill of every teacher.

9. Students will perform for others, but not necessarily for you.

10. Grades are liquid.

11. Being quiet is sometimes the greatest gift a teacher can give a student.

12. Movies have the value you place on them.  Explanation is just as important as the movie itself.

13. Discipline should always protect the learning process.

14. To truly work, lessons must be encasements of the author’s passion.

	Procedures

	Lesson Set:

	See above for corresponding numbers:  These are anticipatory sets that get discussions and lessons started.
1.  CONTROVERSY:  Role play from Real Life: Student A defaces a textbook and makes derogatory and hurtful statements about a certain race, ethnic group, or gender.  Respond in writing.  Introduce concept of “Cold Historian”.
2. MOVING BEYOND SUMMARIZING: Read short article to “summarize with depth” in writing (More on Student A).  Introduce Iceberg Model and PERSIA. 
3.  TEACHING POV:  Illicit Questions about Student A and reasons for his/her POV (small group brainstorm).  Introduce how to teach Point of View.
4. TEACHING WRITING ESSAYS: Others papers-Hand out papers on similar topics; divide into grading groups 
5. READING: Reading of text messages; adult comprehension.  http://www.tiscali.co.uk/community/textspeak-p1.html
6. TWO FACES OF A TEACHER: Lecture and Quiz on Polish history.  Introduce dissemination of information
7. VIDEOCONFERENCING AND TECHNOLOGY: Movie Screening. Analysis of cognitive skills needed to produce movie.
8. HISTORY ALIVE! Resource review
9. SHOWCASING: Picture analysis of audience type. Intro to performing for others and showcasing
10. ASSESSMENT BASICS: Question: What grade do you deserve and why? 
11. LETTING STUDENTS SPEAK: Socratic Seminar set up. Topic Discipline..
12. SHOWING MOVIES: Watching United Streaming videos, YouTube, movie snippets
13. A WORD ON DISCIPLINE: Role play bad student/teacher relationship.  Snippet from Chalk. 
14. LESSON PLAN REVIEW: Question: outside of the social studies information, what do you wish students to learn in your lesson


	Rationale:

	All lessons will have real life experience embedded as there are student samples evaluated and situations from my teaching experience discussed in class. 


	Techniques and Activities:

Controversial Questions. Discussion of controversial topics.
Moving Beyond Summarizing . Reading, summarizing, explaining iceberg model, guided practice.  Explaining Episode Chart, guided practice.
Teaching Point of View: Writing a DBQ essay. Class Practice

Teaching Writing Essays (x2): Evaluate authentic student work through the use of the 6 + 1 Traits to good writing.
Reading, and Review: Textmessaging compared to reading a text.  Discuss importance of code switching in students.
2. TICKET OUT: What can you use in your classroom from today’s lesson? Why is it so useable?
3. HOMEWORK: Submit info on Wikispace; Review of websites

4. TICKET IN: Read 3 other submissions, written comment 
Habits of the Mind (AP History) Review of AP requirements (Round Robin Reading/ picking straws)

A Word on Discipline: Role play from real life.

Lesson Plan Review (x2): Review of lesson plans/ Global Issues Unit Plan with UBD; Work period on lesson plans
Review of three days: Assessment of learning process during workshop.
8.TICKET OUT: Implemented Controversy in lesson plan


	Lesson Closure:

	For each day, students will have a “ticket” out of class, a reflective writing from the pool of essential questions listed above.  Students ticket “in” will be the homework assigned nightly.

	Assessment/Evaluation:

	The evaluation process will be judged by the students reflective process in the ticket out and ticket in class.  These results will be points of discussion and be open elements of the next day’s lesson.


	Student Products:

	Students will continue to work on their lesson plans, implementing three concepts from the three day workshop.


	Supplemental Activities:

	Additional readings will be available for advanced students who’ve grasped the concept quickly.  They may read these items after lessons and practice the iceberg model, illicit higher level questioning, or identify controversies that may cause problems in teaching this material.


	Differentiated Instruction:

	Grouping and variety will be the main areas of differentiated instruction.  Item one on lesson plan will act as a pre-assessment.
